In 2004, Trinity Church members Kate & NoNo Beale established Isaiah 55 Ministries in
the border city of Reynosa, Mexico with a population of a million people. The ministry
works among the deaf and marginalized to make disciples, encourage the worship of
Jesus, and promote justice and reconciliation. The deaf education programs span from
K-12 with follow up vocational training to prepare students for manufacturing jobs. The
neighborhood outreach includes a wide array of educational, recreational and spiritual
programs for those in the impoverished community surrounding the mission facility.

Carlos was born in Mexico City. His family moved to Ciudad Victoria, Mexico, to start

a Christian school, Renuevo. Although he has an MBA in Business Administration, he
spent several years working at Renuevo as well as within the University system. One of
his great passions is to teach all school subjects with a Christian perspective and also to
train teachers to do the same, which is what he does at a school for the Deaf in Reynosa,
Mexico. He is also working on developing the curriculum with a Christian worldview.

Erin comes from a big family and a big farm in lowa. Erin was saved at age 17 and has
been following Jesus on a journey ever since. After studying English and Spanish at
Eureka College, she moved to Mexico in 2003. Erin’s job at Isaiah 55 is to coordinate with
government, local non-profits, and the Church for the progress of the deaf students and
vast community surrounding them.
