Or they compliment your clothes or your hair
or your smile. Maybe they tell you that you did a really good job.

| want you to think about something each time someone says something nice
about you. | want you to do two things:

1. I want your first thought to be: God did this for me.

2. And then | want you to learn to say in a very humble way: Thank the
Lord. Or, you could say, That is very nice; thank you; | am really thankful
the Lord gave me my parents, OR | am thankful God has given me a
desire to study, OR | am thankful God helped me do my best.

Talk to your mom and dad about this because perhaps they can explain it better
than | can. They will know what | am talking about: giving God the credit!
Telling others that God receives all the glory in my life; | thank Him; and, | give it
all to Him.

You don’t ALWAYS have to say it. Sometimes you can simply thank the person
but know in your heart who really gets the praise. But | am hoping you will
think about some way to let that person know that you are thankful to God.

It will not make you prideful; it will show humility. Jesus was always giving God
the Father the glory. The Holy Spirit is always pointing us to Jesus.

And do you know that humility leads to prayer; and prayer leads to worship; and
worship leads to God blessing you.
