We Manage it

We bury it
He who conceals his sins does not prosper, but whoever confesses and renounces them finds mercy.
Proverbs 28:13

2. WHY IT IS IMPORTANT
It destroys our innocence

The result is forgiveness
There is therefore now no condemnation for those who are in Christ Jesus. ~Romans 8:1

Stop the hustle

way in me, and lead me in the way everlasting! ~ Psalm 139:23-24

Confess it
I acknowledged my sin to you, and I did not cover my iniquity; I said, “I will confess my
transgressions to the Lord,” and you forgave the iniquity of my sin. ~ Psalm 32:5

Agreement with God on Sin
Agreement with God on Forgiveness
Agreement with God on the Future

Make amends with others, and trust the sovereignty of God, and allow Him to use it
for good in your life
And we know that for those who love God all things work together for good, for those who are called
according to His purpose. ~ Romans 8:28
